Definition of terms

Protestant — The movement within Christianity, representing a split
from the Roman Catholic Church which occurred during the 16th
century in Europe in what is called the Protestant Reformation.

Evangelical — Not a formally organized movement, modern evan-
gelicals usually represent conservative elements from within nu-
merous mainline protestant denominations.

Pentecostal — Places special emphasis on the direct personal ex-
perience of God through the gifts of the Holy Spirit, as shown in
the Biblical account of the Day of Pentecost.
